From the St. Gerard Discipline Policy (page 13 of the Parent Handbook)…

St. Gerard School is committed to creating a learning environment rooted in the values taught by Jesus Christ.  So we follow the GOSPEL GUIDELINES:

1.  Students will demonstrate TRUTHFULNESS.


Students will demonstrate honesty.

2.  Students will demonstrate TRUSTWORTHINESS.


Students will demonstrate responsibility.

3.  Students will use ACTIVE LISTENING skills.


Students will demonstrate cooperation and self-control.


Students will demonstrate good work habits.


Students will be prepared for classes by having the necessary supplies and 
completed assignments.

4.  Students will NOT use any PUT DOWNS (verbal or nonverbal).


Students will demonstrate respect for self and others.


Students will demonstrate acceptance and tolerance.


Students will demonstrate kindness and good manners.

5.  Students will demonstrate their PERSONAL BEST.


Students will take ownership of their actions.


Students will meet the challenge of learning.


Students will work toward their potential.

This policy shall apply to students at all grade levels.  The age and maturity of the student as well as special circumstances will be taken into consideration when violations occur.    Minor infractions or problems will be handled at the classroom level.  The teacher is expected to contact the parent, if the concern is not resolved to discuss the situation and to seek a solution. The teacher will also ask for support and assistance from the guidance counselor and/or principal.

There are times when students must be removed from the situation (especially if it is causing a distraction in the classroom).  At that time the student will be sent to the office.  The student is given a “Think Sheet” to complete.  A think sheet gives the child the opportunity to reflect on what happened, what could have been done differently, and what should be done in the future (these are grade appropriate and different sheets for different levels).  The school secretary talks with the classroom teacher about the office referral and gives the student the sheet to complete.  The student either returns to the classroom or meets with the principal depending on the incident.  The Think Sheet is copied and sent home for a parent signature.

Teachers meet with the principal when there are repeated offenses or major infractions.  At that time it is determined what consequence is necessary (detention, in-school suspension, behavior contract, or expulsion).

As it applies to students in grades 4 through 8
1.  Students will demonstrate TRUTHFULNESS.


Students will demonstrate honesty.

Infractions would include:  lying, cheating

Consequences will include:  detention and zero for the assignment or test

2.  Students will demonstrate TRUSTWORTHINESS.


Students will demonstrate responsibility.

Infractions would include:  throwing things in the classroom or cafeteria, gum chewing or eating in the classroom, running in the hallway or cafeteria, getting into another student’s desk, stealing, vandalizing desk, book, or property, leaving or going somewhere without permission

Consequences will include:  cleaning up the area, disposing of the gum or food and a $1 fine, reminding student of safety and having them walk back or go to the end of the line, talking to the student about respecting other people’s property, detention, restitution, parent conference

3.  Students will use ACTIVE LISTENING skills.


Students will demonstrate cooperation and self-control.


Students will demonstrate good work habits.


Students will be prepared for classes by having the necessary supplies and 
completed assignments.

Infractions would include:  talking out in class / inappropriate responses in the classroom, not being prepared for class – missing supplies or homework 

Consequences will include:  talking to the student about appropriate behavior (continued misbehavior will necessitate detention), one “oops” allowed per quarter for a missing assignment (this must be signed and the homework turned in within two days), after the “oops,” detention will be issued (the student will be expected to complete the missing assignment during the detention – that assignment must be turned in the day after the detention or it is a zero)

4.  Students will NOT use any PUT DOWNS (verbal or nonverbal).


Students will demonstrate respect for self and others.


Students will demonstrate acceptance and tolerance.


Students will demonstrate kindness and good manners.

Infractions would include:  talking back to adults, fighting

Consequences will include:  detention, parent conference/phone call
5.  Students will demonstrate their PERSONAL BEST.


Students will take ownership of their actions.


Students will meet the challenge of learning.


Students will work toward their potential.

Infractions would include:  misbehavior at Mass, inappropriate language, disobedience, using electronic devices at inappropriate times, tardiness, not participating in or misbehavior during prayer
Consequences will include:  detention (except for electronic devices – these will be confiscated and must be picked up by a parent the first time, after that a $20 fine will also apply)
Specifically
Homework Policy – if a student does not have his or her assignment an “oops” paper will be issued.  It must be signed and returned with the assignment within two days or it is a zero.  The second time he or she doesn’t have an assignment, a detention will be issued and the student will work on the assignment during detention.  That assignment must be turned in the day after the detention or it is a zero.

Tardy Policy – if a student is tardy in the morning or to class more than 2 time(s) a quarter, he or she will make up that time during detention.
Detention notices are sent home with the student and must be signed by a parent and returned so that we know transportation arrangements have been made.  Detentions are served the following day after school until 3:15. 





Behavior contracts will be written if there is a pattern of inappropriate or unacceptable behavior.
